September program--Chinle Chapter
 

Stenocactus is a genus of attractive plants popular for indoor gardening, sometimes called "brain cacti" or "wrinkle cacti" because of their distinctive narrow, wavy ribs. Many of the species have striking spine variations that make them good show plants.  Because this is also a genus with relatively few species (10 currently recognized by Edward Anderson), the collector has a real possibility of acquiring specimens of all or most of them--just try doing that with the Mammillarias!
 

You would think that the taxonomy of these plants would be simpler than most, but as with the other cacti, there is widespread disagreement over what names are valid. This has resulted in a plethora of synonyms, and the fact that some species can be quite variable adds to the confusion.
 

At the September 13 meeting, Chinle member Bobbie Irwin will talk about Stenocactus, one of her favorite genera, and attempt to make some sense out of the nomenclature, plus provide information about the natural occurrence and cultivation of these interesting cacti. She will show her collection of many of the species.  Other members who have Stenocatus in their collections are encouraged to bring and show them off at the meeting.
