Succulent Books

CCSS donations to the Helen Fowler Library at Denver Botanic Gardens allowed the purchase of several new books on succulents this year.  The books are reviewed below by Senior Librarian Deb Golanty.  Make sure you go take a look at these exciting new additions.  The numbers after the titles and authors allow you to find them easily in the library.
Beginner’s guide to cacti & other succulents, by John Ellis (New York, Sterling Pub., 2004); SB 438 .E58 2004/HFL0020283

Simple, clear and well organized, this book provides an excellent introduction to novice cactus and succulent growers. The author is personable and unafraid of voicing opinions; his advice is straightforward. The Problems section is particularly valuable. Beautiful photos enhance the well-written text. 

Cotyledon and tylecodon, by Ernst van Jaarsveld and Daryl Koutnik, with illustrations by Elise Bodley and Lisa Strachan (Hatfield, South Africa: Umdaus Press, 2004); QK 98 .V36 2004/HFL0020424

This beautifully illustrated and photographed book covers the closely related genera Cotyledon and Tylecodon in gorgeous detail. Each species is described and illustrated by means of watercolor painting and habitat photographs of the plants. The book covers the plants’ adaptation to arid environments, including their distribution in Africa, cultivation and ethnic uses, a historical review of botanical exploration and keys to simplify identification.

Illustrated handbook of succulent plants, Aizoaceae, ed. by Heidrum E.K. Hartmann (New York: Springer-Verlag, 2002); QK 495 .A32 I44 2002/HFL0020392

This series represents the first comprehensive taxonomic treatment of succulents in 30 years. The volume on Aizoaceae (iceplant family) includes an inventory of 136 accepted genera and 234 described ones; some 800 color photographs illustrate the rarer species. The introduction is readable, well organized and helpful.

Pachyforms: a guide to growing caudiciform and pachycaul plants, by Philippe de Vosjoli (Vista, CA: Advanced Visions, 2004); SB 438 .D428 2004/HFL0020308

Who can resist a well-produced book on “botanical beasts that either conceal massive or intricate underground bodies or, in sharp contrast, become aboveground living monoliths and boulders that can make them among the most conspicuous components of a landscape”? The 90-page introductory text does a great job of explaining the caudiciforms and pachyforms, finding them (nursery grown vs. wild), cultivating them, even growing them in terraria.  Especially good is the extensive Photographic Catalog, arranged in alphabetical order by genus, followed logically by Notes on Species. 

Sedums of Europe: stonecrops and wallpeppers, by Henk ‘t Hart and Urs Eggli (Lisse, The Netherlands: Swets & Zeitlinger, 2003); QK 495 .F115 H37 2004/HFL0020420

Sedums represent the largest and most diverse genus of the family Crassulaceae, and the 53 Crassulaceae species occurring in Europe all belong to subgenus Sedum. This book presents beautiful color illustrations and detailed descriptions, notes on distribution and ecology and detailed distribution maps. Its introductory chapters detail Sedum classification.

This team should bring new energy and enthusiasm to our club and I am looking forward to working with them.





Looking toward the future, I do have a proposal for the club.  I want us to lay out a five year plan to invest in all aspects of our club with both people and dollars.  Last year we had an uncomfortable amount of money in savings and we took tentative steps in spending it (investments in the Denver Botanic Gardens and the Member Grant Program are two examples). I'm confident with the talent this club has we'll be able to achieve a new level of excellence and, even more importantly, enjoy the process.

We want to reissue the Member Grant Program to encourage members to think about learning projects they may want to participate in next year.  There may be some confusion on what projects are appropriate for this program, so let me do my best to clear it up.





This program's original intent was to increase learning for individuals and to disseminate their newly gained knowledge to the broader society.  Good examples of this would be:





1) Buying a book and writing a summary article.


2) Taking a class and giving a presentation to others.


3) Taking a trip and sharing your learnings and/or photos in a presentation.


4) Testing out theories on propagation and cultivation while sharing your results.  





It was conceived as supporting one individual at a time, placing responsibility on them to directly give back to the club.  It is not generally designed for group activities because responsibility for giving back is so often diluted and the experience is less complete.

The Rock Garden Society has members from all backgrounds, not just rock gardeners, because of the high standard and wide variety of activities they provide each year.  Their members are highly knowledgeable on almost all plant groups, this is a great society for any plant enthusiast.











CCSS Member Grant Program Outline:





CCSS is devoted to fostering understanding and appreciation of all kinds of succulents including cacti.  To further this effort, CCSS will grant funds to our members for selected, worthwhile projects that help spread the knowledge and joy of these special plants.





The Society Board will determine an appropriate grant budget at the beginning of each fiscal year.  As a working guideline, no individual project may take more than 50% of that year’s budget.  Applications may be submitted in writing to a member of the Board of Directors at any time during the year.  All applications received by December 1 will be evaluated by a review committee.  The committee will provide a list the projects in recommended order of preference to the Board of Directors for final decision by January 1.   The Board of Directors will make the final decision on funding projects.  A project that is time-dependent and requested before or after December 1 may be submitted with a request for expedited evaluation.  The Board of Directors has the option to consider such a project on a case-by-case basis. 





The Society Board will determine an appropriate grant budget by the start of its new fiscal year. The President will announce the grant budget in the next POI and request applications.  All applications received by the Board will be evaluated by the Board and a funding determination made within 30 days.  Additional funding requests received during the year will be evaluated and a funding decision made on them within 30 days as well.





All Proposals will include the following items (brevity will be appreciated):    





1. Name of the CCSS member responsible for proposing the project.  This person may be contacted by the Board to obtain additional information or clarification about the project.  


2. Brief description of the project and who will be responsible for completing the project.  


3. What the project is expected to accomplish, who and how many will benefit from the project. 


4. Likelihood of success in achieving the goals of the project.


5. Expected timeline, completion date, measures for evaluating success. 


6. Monetary and non-monetary benefits to CCSS. 


7. Other groups and organizations cooperating in or benefiting from the project.


8. Expected duration of benefits to the club.





When the project is completed the responsible member will notify the Board of Directors that the project is completed, summarize the results of the project, account for grant funds and return any unused funds. 





The number of projects approved and the total funding level will be determined by the Board or Directors and may vary from year to year.  Projects that are not approved may be resubmitted for future consideration.
