CHINLE GARDENING DAYS SET FOR MARCH AND APRIL

The Chinle Chapter Gardening Committee has established a calendar of days, times and locations for the club’s maintenance activities at the demonstration gardens. There will be two days in March, Saturday the 17th at the CSU Extension garden and Wednesday the 28th at the Western Colorado Botanical Gardens. Meet at the designated garden at 9:00 a.m. After work at that garden we’ll proceed to the other garden, time permitting.


In April, there’ll be three work days starting with Saturday, April 7 at the CSU garden, Wednesday, April 18 at the Botanical Gardens, and Saturday, April 28 at the CSU garden. All start times for April will be 9:00 a.m.


Members are reminded to make sure that any tools they bring are identified with member name. Experts will be on hand to identify which plants are to be removed, moved or pruned, but the gardening motto should rule the day, “When in doubt, don’t pull it out!”


Member participation in the gardening days is crucial. The demonstration gardens serve at the club’s contribution to the local community, attract new members, provide research about winter hardiness and teach us all about the cacti and succulents we love. As such, they are a vital part of the club’s existence and deserve the attention and participation of all members.

So Far, So Good, .... So What!

Well, as spring approaches and the snow has finally melted into the ground I began assessing damage the cold and snow brought us this season. Although I knew at spring planting time that a lot of the plants I had so carefully nurtured would end up a pile of soggy green mush, it is always fun and rewarding to experiment. A few fellow horticultural friends (especially Mike Kintgen) and I refuse to heed the statement; “That’s not hardy here”. Great gardeners and Horticulturists like Panayoti Kelaidis, Dan Johnson, Steve Miles, Lary Junge and Kelly Grummons keep us inspired to try old, new and different things. This winter brought surprises, disappointments and quite a bit of planting space for 2007! 
Also realizing that the winter/spring danger is far from over, as my mentor Kelly often reminds me, “Wait til March”. The weather in March often entails a rapid and brutal freeze-thaw cycle and is statistically the snowiest month, which can leave soils saturated for far too long. 
I have heard Panayoti say many times that the right plant in the right place will be hardy. This spring proves just how smart he is. In late summer 2006 I added a large section to the existing area of my low water trial garden located in Arvada, CO at Timberline Gardens. The berms and rocks used were considerably larger than the existing garden, which allowed for more microclimate protection and much better soil drainage. Already I have noticed plants, which melted in previous years, are still, as of 2-20-07 thriving in the new addition. 


Here are a few of the succulents which I was disappointed with: Aloinopsis schooneesii, Aloinopsis malherbei, the larger Euphorbia clavarioides v. truncata, some of Bill Adams (Sunscapes) Aloinopsis hybrids (also see surprises), Ruschia indurata, Glottiphyllum oligocarpum (hardiest known species), Cotyledon orbiculata, Agave X ‘Sharkskin’, Agave lophantha, and Delosperma sutherlandii.


Next were some plants which have damage but am impressed to see make it this far: Aloinopsis orpenii, Aloinopsis hilmarii, Aloinopsis rosulata, Aloinopsis peersii, Aloinopsis thudichumii, Agave scabra, Nananthus transvaalensis (planted in a terrible spot), Rabiea albipuncta.


And finally, last but not least, the ones to write home about. These are plants that I have killed in the past and or make me do a double take every time I pass them. Ruschia elevata (no damage at all, beautiful purple coloring), Drosanthemum floribundum, Drosanthemum hispidum, Euphorbia clavarioides v. truncata (smaller and more exposed), Delosperma esterhuyseniae (rated zone 8 by Alplains, tucked up against a rock, the other 3 plants died in October/November) Aloe aristata (High elevation Lesotho collection by Panayoti Kelaidis, in a very exposed, non-bermed spot, this is the most surprising one to me, knock on wood), Anacampseros rufescens, Anacampseros rufescens ‘White Cloud’, Graptopetalum rushbyi (in a really exposed spot), Crassula sarcocauils v. rupicola, Neohenricia sibbettii, Aloinopsis luckhoffii(finally!), Aloinopsis peersii, Aloinopsis spathulata, Bill Adams Aloinopsis hybrids which appear to have had Aloinopsis spathulata as the “mother-half” seem to be the most hardy.


A few things I might do differently would be higher, better draining soils; more rock microclimates and heavy fall mulching.


Well, we’re not out of the woods yet, but I hope everyone had as much fun trialing plants as me last year and I look forward to more “Attempted Murder” charges in the future. Please let me know if you had any surprises or disappointments this winter/spring.
